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1. First, print the big picture showing Daisy’s 
garden. 

2. Then print and cut out the pictures of Nature 
Cat, Hal, Daisy and Squeeks and the pictures 
of the different flowers, vegetables and 
insects.  

3. Arrange your cut outs on the garden picture 
just the way you like it. Then use glue or tape 
to attach your cut outs to the garden.
